It is the applicant’s or team’s responsibility to ensure he/she/they can devote adequate time to the fellowship, attend a three-day workshop seminar and publish an investigative story through BIRN and the Resonant Voices Initiative project, where necessary having gained prior consent from his/her employer.

Individual applicants or teams should complete and submit only one application with one research proposal. Multiple applications by individuals or teams are not eligible.

The application must be typewritten and completed in English.

Team applications must include personal and professional details of each team member. 

Candidates are obliged to provide at least one example of their writing along with the application form. Sample articles may be in English or local languages.

Applicants’ proposals should refer to the EU member states, Western Balkans and Turkey.
